pay the rent is APRIL 20th.   

 
The monthly spraying for APRIL 

will be done on THURSDAY, 
APRIL 16TH.   You do not have to 
be home, but if you are home 

and refuse to allow them inside 
or your screen door is locked, 

you will be charged for the 
spraying. If you have a pet,
